GBS CARE PATH OUTLINE WORK IN PROGRESS 2002

METHODOLOGY

This is a draft web based evidenced – linked care path outline for the management of Guillain- Barre Syndrome in children.  

The data bases searched include the Cochrane database and OVID.

Key words used in the search include: Guillain-Barre Syndrome - Children - Risk factors-Pathogenesis - Intensive care therapy - Autonoumic dysfunction -Respiratory management -Pain –Immunotherapy - Treatment – Rehabilitation

Leaflets were obtained from the Guillain-Barre Support Group of the United Kingdom. These include leaflets titled “Childhood Guillain-Barre Syndrome”, “After GBS” and “The Guillain-Barre Syndrome”. The main textbooks reviewed were  “International Review of Child Neurology Series”, Paediatric Neurology, Brett. The review process was not at this stage systematic  but all potentially relevant articles considered.

The work was done in 2000-2001, principally by Dr Deirdre Peake, SpR in Paediatric Neurology, Birmingham Children’s Hospital, with some help and guidance from William Whitehouse, Senior Lecturer in Paediatric Neurology, University of Nottingham. The proposed review date is January 2004.

A more detailed care path with nursing and lay/ client or patient as well as multidisciplinary medical input is proposed in the immediate future. 
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
